	Text7: The course returned to campus after the pandemic restrictions were lifted. A voluntary field trip was added, as was a module on objectivity.

Some suggestions of additional content (e.g. ) which could be covered were raised but preferably in the form of a voluntary summer course. In this respect, more non-western content and more on, for example, women in science was requested.
	Text10: Overall we are satisfied with the course. It scores highly in evaluations. As always, we see room for improvement. We consider the request for more non-western content and more emphasis on the roles of women in science as really important. By focusing on the correspondence between Queen Victoria and René Descartes, we hope to have partially addressed the latter. The former needs more work. The idea of a summer course for students who are especially interested in scientific method is a good one, which we will consider further. As instructors, we really appreciate the high quality of our students. We are aware that the course is "forced on them" and we really appreciate how so many students make a really positive effort to actively engage in the discussions in class.
